2. Membership: Graham Curtis has been presented to the Board of Selectmen for
membership.

3. Minutes: The draft minutes from meeting of March 23" were reviewed and approved.

4. Health Director’s Report:

e John Bowers: John has been working part time this year. For this month, septic
system reviews have been routine. John reports that the Stop & Shop treatment
plant is experiencing issues with nitrogen discharges above their limit. The plant is
operated by Weston & Sampson and they are working on it.

5. Update on status of Health Director position:
e Trent Joseph is going to be hired as the new health director. He will be working with
John to get acquainted with the Town health department. He comes from the east
Shore Health District.

6. Old Business:

e Wastewater Facilities Planning. This continues to be a major initiative. Tom Hansen
spoke with Carlos Esguerra of DEEP at the CT WPCA meeting and he (Carlos)
requested an update on progress. Tom advised that there was no progress as the
selectmen and finance board were not responding to the WPCA request for funding.
Carlos asked to be kept informed and wanted the WPCA to let him know when and if
to issue an administrative order. Hansen reiterated the need for long term planning
and asked Bob hale to report this to the Board of Selectmen.
